5 Themes of Geography Travel Brochure
Due:  September 4th (3A) or September 8th (1B)
Directions:  
1. Choose a city outside of the United States you’d like to visit on vacation. Use a world map to find the city.
2. Imagine you work for the tourism department of that city.
3. Research the 5 Themes of Geography for your city. Search “(city name) tourist information” or “(city name) visitor’s bureau)” to find the tourism website for a specific city. You can also go to www.wikivoyage.com and search for your city.
Example: if my city is Toronto, I’d search Toronto Tourist Information.

4. Create a travel brochure for your city that describes its 5 Themes of Geography and convinces people to visit the city. 

You Will Need:  Blank paper, your book, colors (ex:  map pencils, markers,  etc.). A smartphone, computer with internet access, or an encyclopedia. You can use the CIA World Factbook or the tourist websites for your city to research your destination.
The Assignment:  You will create a brochure (tri-fold) that lists, defines, and illustrates the 5 separate themes of world geography. You will apply information about each theme to the city you work for. You must choose a city outside of the United States.

Panels:
1. Title Panel:  
· Write a catchy slogan or catchphrase that includes your city. For example, “Totally Awesome Toronto!” if I chose Toronto as my vacation city.  (5 points)
· Write your name, the date, and your class period. 

· Draw or print a colored picture that represents your city. (5 points)
2. Panel Two:      “Location” – 
· Write the latitude and longitude coordinates of your city (5 points), 
· Write the relative location (What cities are near it? What part of the country is it located in?)  (5 points) 

· Include 2 colored pictures (5 points each)
3. Panel Three:   “Place”- 
· Include information about the following traits of your destination 
· Must have at least one major attraction or place to visit (2 points)

· Include four of the following things from this list (2 points per trait):
· Language

· Average summer temperature 

· Currency (unit of money), 
· Dominant religion 

· Picture of their flag, 
· Popular food 

· A major physical feature

· A famous person living there

· A major historical event

· Popular sporting events 
· Include 2 colored pictures representing your information (5 points each)
4. Panel Four:     “Region” – Tell what continent the destination is located (formal) (4 points), what you think about when you think about the destination (perceptual) (3 points) and any major roads or waterways connected to the place (functional) 3 points)  Include 2 colored pics (5 points each)
5. Panel Five:      “Movement” 
· Explain the best ways to travel in your city. 

· Examples: Driving a car, riding buses or subways, taking boats everywhere, or walking everywhere. (10 points)
· Include 1 colored pics (5 points)
6. Panel Six:        “H.E.I.” 

· Give information (at least 3 complete sentences) about one major manmade feature of your destination. (10 points) 
· Examples: Major buildings, manmade lakes, monuments and museums.
· Include 1 colored picture (5 points)
How To Do This:

You need to research your destination online or in an encyclopedia. The CIA World Factbook, wikivoyage.com and city tourist websites are great places to start. You may use the computer to complete this assignment, but you will want to create a rough draft in class on the computer paper given to you. If you use a computer, make sure your printer works. If you can only print in black and white, make sure to color in your pictures.
Where to Find Illustrations:

Your brain, your book (flip through it – you can freehand or trace), magazines, the internet, anything else you have available to you. But, keep the due date in mind.

What to turn in and when:

One tri-fold brochure with all of the elements listed.
